TELLING THE STORY EXPLANATIONS OF THE PICTURES 
1. The Palm:   The symbol of Palm Sunday.  Christ is welcomed joyously into Jerusalem and the  

people wish to proclaim him King.   
 

2. The Money Pouch: Judas Iscariot accepts 30 pieces of silver from the priests of the temple as payment for  
his betrayal of Jesus.   
 

3. Bread:    At the Last Supper, Jesus changes bread into his Body and asks his apostles to eat it.  
 

4. Chalice:   Jesus changes wine into his Blood and tells the apostles to do the same as a  
remembrance of him.  

 
5. Ear & Sword:   Peter cuts off the ear of a servant of the high priest in the garden where they have  

come to arrest Jesus.  Jesus rebukes Peter and heals the man.  
 

6. Crowing Cock:  As Jesus predicted, Peter denies having known him 3 times before the cock crows. 
 

7. Noose:   Judas hangs himself in despair over his sin of betrayal. 
 

8. Whip:   Jesus is scourged by the Roman soldiers. 
 

9. Crown of thorns: The soldiers weave a crown from thorny brambles and place it on Jesus’s head. 
 

10. Sorrowing Mary:  Jesus meets his beloved mother on the way to calvary.  
 

11. Veil of Veronica:  Jesus leaves the image of his face on a cloth Veronica gives him to wipe away the  
blood and sweat. 

 
12. Dice on red field:  The Roman soldiers strip Jesus and cast lots for his robe.  

 
13. Three spikes:   Jesus is nailed to the cross—one spike through each wrist, and one through his feet. 

 
14. The Inscription:  Against protests from the Jews, the inscription I.N.R.I., Jesus of Nazareth, King of the  

Jews, is nailed above Jesus’ head.  
 

15. Five drops of blood:  Symbols of Christ’s five wounds—hands, feet, and side. 
 

16. Three Crosses:  Jesus’ cross is situated between the crosses of two convicted criminals.  
 

17. Sponge:  The soldiers offer Jesus sour wine in a sponge when he says, “I thirst.” They do not  
understand that he thirsts for redeemed souls and not for wine.   

 
18. The pierced heart:  A soldier pierces Jesus’ heart with a spear and water gushes out; his blood has all  

been shed. 
 

19. The open tomb:  Jesus’ body taken to a tomb cut from rock; tomb is property of Joseph of Arimathea. 
 

20. Guarded tomb:  The tomb is guarded by soldiers at the insistence of the temple priests.   
They are afraid that Jesus’ friends will steal his body and claim that he has risen.

LENTEN HEART WORDS  
 

Many of you may have heard of the idea of choosing One Word for the year.  A word to focus on how you 
can grow physically, spiritually, financially, and personally.  Based on this concept, you might consider 
choosing a heart word in the different liturgical seasons.  Specifically, a Lenten Heart Word.  To choose this 
word, ask God in prayer what is one area in your spiritual life you need growth.  Spend time in prayer 
searching for this word.  Once you choose a word, continue to pray with this word, asking God to direct how 
you can best incorporate this word into your Lenten journey.  You should choose a word that makes you feel 
encouraged and inspired to have your most successful Lent ever.  How can we be more deeply transformed 
this Lent? Lent is about prayer, fasting, and almsgiving—what word comes to mind or might inspire you?  
 
Here are some questions to reflect on in choosing your Lenten Heart Word:   

1. What is one word you can live out this Lent to draw closer to Christ and live out Lent more 
prayerfully?  

2. What do you want to change this Lent? What is something you maybe want to do better?  
3. Where is an area you need or want growth? Something you want to be better about doing this Lent?  
4. What is a quality or characteristic you could develop or incorporate into your life more?  
5. What are some words that come to mind when you think about your spiritual life and this Lent?  
6. What can you do this Lent that would help you live out your Lenten Heart Word?  
7. What three things can you do to make sure you have regular reminders of your Lenten Heart Word?  

 
After you have chosen your Lenten word, hold it close to your heart this Lenten season.  Then make a list of 
ways you can use this word in your Lenten journey.  How can this word inspire you to have a deeper prayer 
life, giving to others, and fasting from those things that separate you from fully encountering the Lord? Write 
this word down and put it in places where you will be reminded of it daily.  Share it with your family and 
friends so they can encourage you on your journey.  As Lent progresses maybe your word changes or is 
something you want to carry with you throughout the rest of the year, just be open to where God leads you 
this Lent.

Do I need to simplify my life?

Am I taking the time to see and appreciate the people, things, blessings in my life  
     Or am I looking for the fastest, simplest way to get there? 
How do I handle the detours along the way? 
Have you ever spontaneously helped a stranger? 
Consider hopefulness vs. hopelessness. Does outlook affect outcomes?

                           What is my favorite title for Jesus’ mom, Mary? 
  Who is someone that teaches me about God? 
  What prayer can I say while walking? 
  Is there someone I need to say I am sorry to?

Ichthus   fishing images resonate with early Christians, these Greek letters were  
   used as an acrostic for: Jesus Christ, Son of God, Savior 
Chi-Rho  chi(x) and rho(P) adopted by Christians because these are the first 
   letters in the title “Christ” and the cross shape evokes the crucifixion 
IHS monogram the first three letters of the Greek form of “Jesus”  
Lamb with cross imagery dates back to first Passover, blood of lamb was used to mark 
   houses where the Israelites lived so that the angel of death would pass  
   over 
Triquetra  a Celtic symbol that evokes the Holy Trinity 
Alpha-Omega  first and last letters of the Greek alphabet are used in the book of
